SAVE - Lycian Activity Week, 8 days from £583 including flights and most meals. The next departure dates are 23 May 2011. 
The stunning landscape of Lycian Turkey - coast, canyons, rivers and mountains - is the setting for Exodus’ week of adventure. Days of canyoning and cycling are interspersed with scuba diving, sea kayaking over a sunken city, the natural phenomenon of Saklikent Gorge and a walk to Patara National Park, with its Roman ruins and glorious beach. The base for the week is the lively port town of Kas, with a host of restaurants, cafes and bars to be enjoyed.

SAVE – The Turquoise Coast trip is 8 days from £519 including flights and most meals. The next departure dates are 23 May 2011. 

Featuring impressive ruins, stunning coastline, towering mountains and clear blue lagoons, this trip ticks all the boxes.  Highlights include the ruined city of Arycanda, the chance to paddle over the sunken city of Kekova, and some fantastic views along the way. Plus, in 2011, Exodus introduced a new programme of walking for departures at the hottest time of year. These trips will be based in the town of Gombe for five nights, and will explore the dramatic Kibris Canyon, the Saklikent National Park and a number of higher altitude areas featuring beautiful waterfalls, lakes and ancient forests.

SAVE – Aegean Coast and Lakes Ride is an 8 day trip from just £583 including flights and most meals. The next departures are 23 May 2011. This is an opportunity to marvel at temples, explore the ancient Anatolian city of Alabanda, cycle through the pine forests at Geynik Lake and visit quiet villages and beautiful countryside. The days are varied and balanced, with plenty of flat riding and downhill stretches, and lots of time for a cooling swim in the many lakes and rivers en route. 

NEW - Turkey Adventure Week: 8 days from £849 including flights and most meals. Next departure dates are 10 June, 24 June, 22 July and 29 July 2011.
An itinerary packed with activities including white-water rafting on the Korprucay River, sea-kayaking on the Turquoise Coast and walking on the high-wire in the Adventure Forest, this trip is for the true adrenalin junkies. A highlight is a mountain bike descent from the hills to the coast. 

NEW - Cappadocia & the St Paul Trail – a 15 day itinerary from £1,089 including flights departing 24 June, 9 and 16 September 2011. This trip takes in beautiful Cappadocia and offers the chance for walkers of all abilities to follow in the footsteps of St Paul. Highlights of the trip include a drive via the magnificent Taurus Mountains, the Goreme Open Air Museum, the underground city at Derinkuyu and the Mevlana Museum.
NEW - Embark on the Mount Ararat Ascent on 9 July or 13 August from £1,349 including flights. Mt Ararat, standing at 5,165m, is perhaps the most mythical and awe-inspiring of European trekking destinations as it is thought to be the final resting place of Noah's Ark.  The trip includes a visit to the 17th century Ottoman Ishakpasa Palace at Dogubeyazit before beginning the ascent of Ararat from Eli Village. The final optional summit ascent crosses both snow and ice with the use of ice axes and crampons.
